INSPECTION OF RECORDS

A member may at any reasonable time inspect without charge the

books, documents, records and securities of the Society.

21.        OFFICERS' INDEMNITY

(1)   If it is lawful to do so, any officer shall be entitled to be

indemnified out of the assets of the Society against all losses and other liabilities incurred by such officer in the execution or attempted execution or as a consequence of the failure to exercise any of the authorities, power, duties and discretions contained in these rules or otherwise by virtue of being an officer of the Society provided however that:

(2) An officer shall not be entitled to be indemnified for any such   loss or liability directly attributable to:

(a)   the personal dishonesty of the officer;

(b)  the wilful commission by the officer of an act known by 

        such officer to be a breach of that officer's obligations

        hereunder; or

(c)   the wilful negligence of the officer in the performance of 

        that officer's obligations hereunder.

EMPLOYEES AND OFFICE TITLES

The Society being a voluntary organisation must always be controlled and seen to be controlled by voluntary people. With this in mind titles like executive director, executive secretary, etc., may at times give a wrong impression to organisations not conversant with our methods of operation. 
Accordingly, administrative titles like general secretary or liaison officer are preferred.

Rule Part 2

ARTICLE 7 - VICE-PRESIDENTS

Vice-Presidents replace presidents at conference, council and other meetings when presidents are unable to attend.

Commentary

Vice-Presidents are appointed for what they will do rather than for what they have done. 
Accordingly vice-presidents who do not attend meetings or are not involved in Society activity should be replaced. 

A president's task is onerous and it is the duty of the vice-president to share the responsibility.

ARTICLE 17 - VICE-PRESIDENTS

The vice-presidents collaborate constantly and effectively with the president.

They assist by attending meetings of councils, conferences, special work committees, etc.

A vice-president replaces the president when absent.

Commentary

The office of council vice-president should not be offered or accepted lightly. It is not a reward for past service or recognition of interest.

Rule Part 2

Council vice-presidents should be active, committed Vincentians who attend council meetings regularly and are available to attend other meetings as required. 
Presidents should always be conscious of their replacement and the office of vice-president can be used for this purpose. 

Certainly, there is little purpose in retaining vice-presidents who are known to be unwilling to accept presidential nomination.

ARTICLE 6

1. The vice-president or the vice-presidents sitting on the board replace the President-General when he/she is absent or unable to operate. They are, as well, responsible for organising the election of a new President-General should the post become vacant, in accordance with the procedure laid down in 

Articles

18-20. They announce results of the election and notify the members of the Society.

2. Other vice-presidents may be designated by the President-General as a personal representative particularly before the geographical groups of superior (national) councils.

I teach anti-rape classes for young and old that I could not do without Francine's profession help but more importantly her enthusiasm. 
She introduces me to people who would normally not have a bar of me, I have lived in Australia for over 30 years, but I will always be an unwelcomed pommie bastard. 
I ask Francine how she copes because of her daily fear of wondering if it will it be today they will push her too far and resigning is her only option to get away from the consistent stress she is always under. 
I come from poverty like millions of people from Liverpool I have been around the world many times.

So when Jude first started with this society I was not happy at all! 
If you were whacked as a child as often as I was by these religious people you could (maybe) understand. Then I watched how she gained the trust of the invisible elderly volunteers. 
One time Jude had to tell the female lover of the society’s female administrator to leave and stop standing over these wonderful elderly ladies. 
The majority not even knowing what a lesbian was. 
For this action, she had to go and defend herself being accused of dismissing the female administrators lover because she was a lesbian. 
She attended that procedure on her own with no support from any member from this society.

I opened my computer last week there was a deliberate insulting e-letter addressed to Jude telling her after four years she was NOT doing the old wares sales any more. 
She was not informed by phone but by e-mail the president was in attendance at this store meeting also. 
Yet she was told by e-letter by this wonderful Christian lady on the pay roll. 
As I am writing this, I really cannot believe people are capable of such rude behaviour. 
The day Jude received this information I was struggling to breathe because of pneumonia. I told Jude she had better read the information sent to her, after reading the insulting words she started to sob-then much to my horror sobbed- and sobbed then locked herself in our bedroom. I tried getting in touch with the State President I remind you again I was suffering from pneumonia while this nonsense was going on.

Fortunately, I was able to ring John Campbell and asked him to inform the State President I also rang this person here who asked me what it had to do with John and the State President. RE:the old wares.

You people may not know this but Jude was a director of a psychiatric hospital yet here she was sobbing uncontrollable and please remember I remind you again I had pneumonia. 

Now she is being accused of attending the gym too much (she is first of all taxiing me back and forwards to the gym almost daily BUT I CAN CHANGE THAT EASY- then helping seriously mentally disturbed souls, that no one else gives two bits about yet she is going too frequently) can you please do something about this before I do?  

I have watched her for four years - daily, spend hours and I mean literally hours cleaning what some people perceived as rubbish (my HOME littered with boxes and boxes of rubbish my money my expensive gadget cleaning things my bills) to establish in the publics eyes in her own small way that this society does care.

Peter the reason I have underlined the word some because for years others knew of the value of this rubbish and now very little is available because Jude has been collecting it. 
We know the amount she receives is minimal but her sales has alerted too many the value of this rubbish. 
The day Jude and I supported Francine was the start of all this. 
Jude should have resigned after her insulting e-letter with Jude being the only buffer between Francine and the wolves.

I conditionally donated close to a $ million dollars worth of equipment that went to make up the facility called Vinnies Gym in Cairns. I donated all this equipment specifically to the disadvantaged kids in Cairns. 

At the time of my donation, Tim O’Connor was the Qld St Vincent de Paul State president. 
Tim, Judith my wife and me held a meeting at my home in Cairns. 

All conditions with my donation were accepted by Tim.

I expressed to Tim O’Connor that I did not want anyone from the Society involved that would try to change my project, and make it a profitable enterprise. 

As I donated it for the kids in Cairns that cannot afford to pay the usual gym fees. 

More importantly because most of these youngsters I helped would not be welcomed in conventional gyms. The reader has to realised some of these kids lived on the streets or used drugs. 

Many had physical and mental health issues and with 40 + years experience in industries that use the many forms of weights fashion, perceived image is foremost in most of these establishments.

My perception of Tim O’Connor is he is a good man this was confirmed when he stated, “Jimmy if we save only one kid from the streets it is a profit.” 

The Society diocesan president Marc King made small wood boxes and Vinnies gym instructor Tony Walsh a heavyweight world Karate champion fixed these wood - now donation boxes on the walls of Vinnies Gym. 

Dignity is all with young people so I suggested we put these donation boxes up and we could say a gold coin fee to use the gym if possible.

Let this be made perfectly clear this donation was for dignity purposes only it was never intended to raise money. 

So initially, Vinnies Gym was free to use for the truly disadvantaged. 

Desley Boyle MP presented me with an Australia day Certificate of Achievement for Services to Health & Fitness and the Youth of Cairns.
I established and presented my personal researched Anti – Rape programme in Vinnies Gym for young and elderly females. 

This would still be going as the response I received overwhelmed even me.

At this time the Society employed a youth coordinator named Francine Kubanek she asked me to attend an open day at St Monica’s college.  

At first I declined, as the responsibility of instructing young girls with my hands on Anti – Rape programme is no easy task. 

Francine absolutely loved life and just glowed with passion when helping disadvantaged kids and she was successful in me attending the St Monica’s college open day.

Teachers, students everyone assembled in their college hall to meet me and find out what was I about.

I was surprised with both my reception and the teacher’s ingenuousness as I talked about topics most avoid.  

97 students signed on to my first hopefully one of many Anti – Rape classes encouraged by their teachers wanting to participate too.    

Francine set about with passion organising the documentation and advertising required.

Everything was going well until I met with Francine in her Society office to finalise the first Anti – Rape class. 

Then the reality of workplace bullying became obvious towards Francine Kubanek from Cairns administrator Maree Fell. 

I must admit I had never experienced this before and I was about to teach hundreds of Ladies my hands on Anti – Rape programme.

Maree Fell’s verbal abuse to Francine shocked me as I have never experienced this before.

I looked at Maree who by then was making personal hateful repulsive remarks about the Anti – Rape programme and Francine’s involvement in them. 

This bullying of Francine by Maree Fell continued until Francine had to resign.                                              Just before Francine resigned, she was advised by Judith Tierney to write down every incident she felt she was harassed and bullied by Maree fell reluctantly she did. 
One day while I was there McAuliffe entered the Gym mumbling then just left.                                

He rarely came to Vinnies Gym he told me himself he was always using large amounts of prescribed morphine and spent frequent weeks at a time horizontal in hospital. 

I asked him if he was ever concerned about the addictive properties of morphine, he just replied it is not addictive.

Maree Fells bullying of Francine peaked so Francine requested to speak to Society ceo Maher in Brisbane.

She met with Maher but Francine told Judith and me he was only concerned about Francine getting grants for no less than $40,000.

So the citizens of Cairns want their property returned to them NOW.

Can someone have my conditional equipment belonging to Cairns disadvantaged returned to them?
