EMPLOYEES AND OFFICE TITLES

The Society being a voluntary organisation must always be controlled and seen to be controlled by voluntary people. With this in mind titles like executive director, executive secretary, etc., may at times give a wrong impression to organisations not conversant with our methods of operation. Accordingly administrative titles like general secretary or liaison officer are preferred.

ARTICLE 7 - VICE-PRESIDENTS

Vice-Presidents replace presidents at conference, council and other meetings when presidents are unable to attend.

Commentary

Vice-Presidents are appointed for what they will do rather than for what they have done. Accordingly vice-presidents who do not attend meetings or are not involved in Society activity should be replaced. A president's task is onerous and it is the duty of the vice-president to share the responsibility.

ARTICLE 17 - VICE-PRESIDENTS

The vice-presidents collaborate constantly and effectively with the president.

They assist by attending meetings of councils, conferences, special work committees, etc.

A vice-president replaces the president when absent.

Commentary

The office of council vice-president should not be offered or accepted lightly. It is not a reward for past service or recognition of interest.
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Rule Part 2

Council vice-presidents should be active, committed Vincentians who attend council meetings regularly and are available to attend other meetings as required. Presidents should always be conscious of their replacement and the office of vice-president can be used for this purpose. 

Certainly, there is little purpose in retaining vice-presidents who are known to be unwilling to accept presidential nomination.

ARTICLE 6

1. The vice-president or the vice-presidents sitting on the board replace the President-General when

he/she is absent or unable to operate. They are, as well, responsible for organising the election of a new President-General should the post become vacant, in accordance with the procedure laid down in 
Articles

18-20. They announce results of the election and notify the members of the Society.

2. Other vice-presidents may be designated by the President-General as a personal representative

particularly before the geographical groups of superior (national) councils.

21.        OFFICERS' INDEMNITY

(1)           If it is lawful to do so, any officer shall be entitled to be

indemnified out of the assets of the Society against all losses and other

liabilities incurred by such officer in the execution or attempted

execution or as a consequence of the failure to exercise any of the

authorities, power, duties and discretions contained in these rules or

otherwise by virtue of being an officer of the Society provided

however that:

(2) An officer shall not be entitled to be indemnified for any such  

loss or liability directly attributable to:

(a)      the personal dishonesty of the officer;

(b)      the wilful commission by the officer of an act known by 

          such officer to be a breach of that officer's obligations

          hereunder; or

(c)     the wilful negligence of the officer in the performance of 

         that officer's obligations hereunder.
