CEO PETER MAHER NEVER EVEN REPLIED TO ME. 

Documented evidence of the numerous amounts of bullying by Society officials was sent by registered mail to the Qld Director of Work Place Health & Safety, without any form of response. 



Since then and still to date St Vincent de Paul CEO PETER MAHER has vilified my Father’s and now my Catholic name.           

Society CEO Peter Maher has consistently instructed Society solicitors THYNNE & MACARTNEY to send official allegations vilifying my Catholic name.           


My wife complained to the Legal Services Commissioner Mr John Briton.

I understand that in making this statement, Thynne & McCartney would have been acting on the instructions of their clients, the Society. (Society CEO Maher).

I appreciate Mr Tierney's circumstances and respect his opinion that the statement was intentionally false.

Whilst I appreciate that the perceived failure to explain and clarify various issues has added to the stress and difficulty of your circumstances I sympathise that the conduct of Thynne & McCartney and their clients, the St Vincent de Paul Society, has caused you and your husband distress and affected your husband's health.
