My professional life was spent in Nursing, my last position being as a Deputy Director of Nursing at a Psychiatric hospital. My career was ended by an accident at work involving neck and back injuries while travelling as an escort in an Ambulance. I was eventually retired on medical grounds.  

I began working as a volunteer for St Vincent de Paul approximately 10 years ago.                                                                                                                                             I have worked as a store volunteer, store co-ordinator, Diocesan President and State Vice President.

This may seem a very complex issue, but when the whole picture is considered it can easily be followed. 

My husband donated the equipment that makes up Vinnies gym; he is also the advisor/consultant to the Society on such matters.  

The administrator Maree Fell went to the gym while my husband was there and asked him if he would write her a personal programme and train her when they both knew the gym would be empty, and also asked him to provide her with the weight loss drugs used by me because of her weight. 

This is certainly not true and my husband refused.

This I believe to be the catalyst of the vendetta that has been directed at me by the administrator Maree Fell. Other volunteers and staff members have been subjected to bullying by this administrator. 

Shortly after beginning voluntary work for the Society, it became obvious to me that valuable items were being sold at very low prices or went missing. 

Because of my time and work while my husband and I were in England, I have knowledge and experience within the antique trade.

Some 4 years ago, with the full support of other volunteers and the then administration, I began a project I named Old Wares & Collectables. 

This involved the collection of any suitable items that had been donated. 

Volunteers assisted me by putting aside any item they thought may be suitable, but even with many requests that was the extent of the assistance I received. 

All collected items of china and glass were put through my dishwasher, linen and such were soaked, washed and ironed, silver and metal items cleaned by me in my home using my products and white goods. 

These sales each year realised the Society a considerable amount of money for use within its primary objective of assisting the disadvantaged and poor. 

Early on Thursday April 07 2005, my husband opened an e-mail informing me of the date when the next and last Old Wares sale would occur. 

This e-mail was the result of a Stores co-ordinators meeting held on the 06 April 2005. 

The minutes of that meeting state that all volunteers were in agreement with this decision. 

The Diocesan President McAuliffe was also there.                                                                                                                  THE SOCIETY BEING A VOLUNTARY ORGANISATION MUST ALWAYS BE CONTROLLED BY VOLUNTARY PEOPLE. 

What was not documented at this meeting was the fact the administrator Maree Fell had previously told volunteers that I no longer wished to continue with this project. 

This was a complete lie. 

Several volunteers rang me after they realised what had actually happened, one so upset she could hardly be understood on the phone. When my husband eventually showed me this e-mail, I became so upset, distressed and distraught that I required medical attention, which is ongoing.                                                                                                                                                  My husband was so concerned about me and the incident itself that he sent an e-mail to the CEO Peter Maher and the State President Mike McKeown, of which I have copies, and rang Vice President John Campbell, the response from all was nothing. 

My husband tried to ring a friend of ours Dr Jeff Taylor who is a Psychiatrist for advice, but was unable to contact him so he sent him an e-mail.                                                                                            

Dr Taylor rang the next day and spoke with me. He asked me to promise him I would not do myself any harm. 

LATER I WAS ABLE TO EXPLAIN THE GRIEVANCE PROCEDURE OF THE SOCIETY TO MY HUSBAND. 

The nominated person for contact is Senior Vice President Maurie Kelly. 

Around this time Mr Kelly was visiting Cairns on another matter concerning the same administrator. 

While here I spoke to him and he said I should have been invited to the meeting if only for the discussion on this topic. 

Since this happened, several avenues within the Society that other people have access to have been denied me by Maree Fell. 

Firstly, the Conference to which I belong nominated me to be a second co-ordinator within the store associated to it. 

The administrator Maree Fell phoned a member of this Conference and said only one co-ordinator per shop so I couldn’t do it. 

THERE IS ALREADY ONE SHOP THAT HAS TWO CO-ORDINATORS AND HAS DONE FOR A LONG TIME. THE SOCIETY BEING A VOLUNTARY ORGANISATION MUST ALWAYS BE CONTROLLED BY VOLUNTARY PEOPLE. 

SECONDLY SHE SAID I COULD NOT BE A CO-ORDINATOR AND A CONFERENCE VICE PRESIDENT.                

The Society’s main store had the same person as Conference president and is still the store co-ordinator. 

I have been told by the depot manager Ray and some store voluntary workers have been told I am not welcome in these places. 

Several volunteers have told me the days they will be working and to come and visit’s I find these continual attitudes towards me to be offensive, intimidating and humiliating.

My health and family life are severely affected, particularly as my husband suffers from PTSD, any more mental stress that affects me, automatically has an affect on him as I am his official carer.

 I felt it necessary for me to resign as State Vice President and now have little to do with the Society.

After the opening of Vinnies Gym in Cairns, several other areas expressed interest in this project; one in particular was the township of Ravenshoe. 

After much discussion with the members of the Cairns Diocesan council and St Vincent de Paul conference members of the Tablelands, a proposal was agreed on. 

This agreement was for an extra building to be constructed directly behind the St Vincent de Paul store on land belonging to the Society in Ravenshoe. 

Jim Tierney was asked to provide the expertise needed to cover all requirements of a Fitness Centre. With the input of Jim a plan was drafted, and I as the then Diocesan President presented this proposal and plan to the sitting of the Queensland State council. 

The State council agreed to make funds to the value of $100,000 available as required in order to proceed. 

With this knowledge Jim went ahead and bought a boxing ring (this was one thing the local youth had requested), he also obtained a Multi exercise pin-weight unit.

The required approval at town council level was obtained; approval again from the Diocesan council and the local community of Ravenshoe was also obtained. 

The building commenced and accounts were sent to the Diocesan office.  

When the council was informed that the building was almost complete myself and Marc King travelled to Ravenshoe. 

The building that we saw had no resemblance in common with the plans that had been submitted and subsequently approved; it did not now meet town planning guidelines. 

When the local conference members were asked to explain, they said they had changed their minds about it being a Fitness Centre and now wanted it called an Activities centre. 

The reason given for this change of mind was 

“WE DON’T WANT THAT POMMY BASTARD COMING UP HERE TO TELL US WHAT TO DO” 

This was all reported to the State council, and as far as I know the project was halted.                                                     

My understanding is now the building is used for storage.
