I James Victor Tierney conditionally donated to the Society of Queensland St Vincent de Paul all the equipment that went to make up the facility in Cairns called Vinnies Gym.
My conditionally donation of all this equipment was accepted by Society St Vincent de Paul Queensland State President Timothy O’Connor at a meeting held in my home 46 Oleander Street, Hollaways Beach Cairns.

Those present at this meeting were Society St Vincent de Paul Cairns diocesan president Judith Tierney, Timothy O’Connor Society Queensland State President and James Victor Tierney a volunteer of this Society.

The main condition with my donation was it was not to be turned into a commercial fitness centre as the people I donated my equipment too, to use could not afford to pay standard fitness centres fees. 

Also the clients I was intending to help were disadvantaged, the poor, the homeless, and mentally ill.

Society St Vincent de Paul Queensland State President Timothy O’Connor accepted all my conditions and they were to be compulsory while the Society was using my donated equipment as I requested. 

Timothy O’Connor is an honest and honourable man in his position as the Society Queensland St Vincent de Paul Queensland State President his response was “it will be a profit if we save one child from the streets.”
When the Society Queensland officials changed after Tim’s term of office expired. Tim tried to get an extension of his position because he wanted to be involved with Judith and me, and the Society’s International President General José Ramón Diaz-Torremocha.
Society’s International President General José Ramón Diaz-Torremocha asked Judith and me if we would consider taking MY PROJECT with him assisting internationally via the Society we both said yes we would.

The next appointed Society Queensland State President was Michael McKeown and he was made aware of my compulsory conditions with my donation.
Sadly for the Cairns disadvantaged Michael McKeown was just a puppet for the new General sectary or as he now calls himself a ceo.

Michael McKeown was caught up in the Society’s traditional mistress’s situations and retired well before his term had expired.

Leaving the new ceo in charge and when I emailed him to do something about all the bullying - that was the end of Vinnies Gym as far as this deceitful spiteful jealous man ceo Maher.
