Par 2 

In all the years they have known each other Daniel has never once referred to Jim by name. 

Jim has know Daniel Perrin and been his boxing trainer since before Daniel left school. Daniel first became involved with Jim while still a student at Bentley Park. Jim conducted classes at the school.

Par 3

While still at school and after leaving, Daniel was driven three times a week by his mother to Vinnies gym for boxing training by Jim. Vinnies gym opened in 2000. After Vinnies gym closed the ‘Stable’ was established in the same premises When these premises closed Jim continued teaching with others at his home in Holloways Beach. The boxing club then moved to Pease Street.

Gym fees were in fact never a fee for training, but just enough to pay rent, electricity & repairs. The payment was recorded in an ordinary book to cover insurance requirements. Each person was asked to sign (if possible, some would not write), this was just for a record. Laura a fellow trainer just collected the money for Jim it was then banked

Par 4

Jim says he didn’t believe then or now that Daniel had a chance as a professional. He did tell him that.

Par 5

At each training venue, school, Vinnies, Holloways Beach and Pease St. Jim had on several occasions told Daniel to leave and not return because of his unacceptable behaviour towards his mother (now deceased), disabled people, other fighters and trainers. Jim was persuades firstly by Daniels mother to take him back, and then by a phone call from his father stating Daniel was smashing the house and training was the only thing to keep him happy. Jim said he would rather not because that is not a trait you want in a boxer. However because he (Jim) had promised Daniel’s mother (who was terminally ill) he would try to help him and relented again. 

Par 8

While Jim and another trainer were training the boxes at his home he was not doing it on a voluntary basis. There is also the $1300 owed to Judith (Jim wife) for air fares for Daniel and his corner man to travel to Hobart for a National title. The practice within the boxing fraternity is for the fighter to pay travel and accommodation for himself and trainer or corner man. As Daniel at that time said he had no money Judith paid by credit card on the understanding it would be repaid. To date 1.8.08 this money is still owing.
Par 11

These are words Jim has never and would never use.

Par 17

This was statements for training fees and travel costs

Par 22

What Jim said was ‘when are you going to pay Judy?’

Par 25

Daniel was waiting to see a fight Dr and in fact went on to fight that same night. Daniels statement said ‘blow to the back of my head’, but he told Jason Geary ‘a fella head butted him’.

Par 27

Jim did not speak to or go any where with Jason Geary.

From statement by Jason Geary.
Par 1

Daniel would not have been fighting that night after seeing a Dr, if he had been head butted or hit in the back of the head by anyone.
Par 2

Jason Geary was no where near Daniel when Jim spoke to him.

Par 3

Jason Geary came from across the room shouting ‘hey lad, hey lad’.

Par 6

Jim whispered to Daniel when are you going to pay Judy back the money you owe?

Daniel said in his statement he never answered Jim.

Par 15

Peter is well known in the boxing groups and does know Daniel and all the young men Jim trains.
