I informed every one I knew in Cairns of these racially prejudiced opportunities provided only for Indigenous boxers. 

Most of my disadvantaged and poor Caucasians amateur boxers cannot afford boxing gloves never mind the opportunities that are provide for Indigenous boxers only.

If the Australian Sports Commission sent these notices to Cairns asking for only 

non- Indigenous boxers there would be riots. 

When I made it public to all in Cairns these opportunities to represent Australia were for Indigenous amateur boxers only, I understand this was the motivation for JASON GEARY my accuser and his ilk to set me up again by saying he witnessed me elbow Perrin ect in the same way St Vincent de Paul’s ceo Peter Maher lied also when he told my wife I was barred from Vinnies gym because I king Hit a child.

The Australian Sports Commission's National Boxing Talent Identification and Development program (NTID) is looking for Indigenous athletes who think have what it takes to make it to the top of the sport of boxing.

Try out sessions for Indigenous athletes will be held across Australia and 30 athletes will be asked to attend a training camp at the AIS in Canberra.

NTID Co-ordinator, Dr Jason Gulbin, said a number of full time AIS training positions will be offered to those who demonstrate exceptional ability.

"Those athletes who attend the camp will continue to be monitored with the possibility of further training opportunities," Dr Gulbin said.

The program is looking for Indigenous athletes aged between 16 and 27 and while amateur boxing experience would be an advantage it's not essential.
Started under the Olympic Athlete Program in 1997, the AIS boxing program has consistently developed medal winning athletes, under the experience eye of coach 
Bodo Andreass.

At this year's Melbourne Commonwealth Games, AIS scholarship holders won gold in the 75 and 91-kilogram classes and bronze in the 57, 60, 81 and 91 + kilogram classes.
