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Judith Tierney is a medically retired Psychiatric hospital Director and has spent most of her life caring for the mentally ill. The Society of St Vincent de Paul is a Voluntary Organisation according to its Constitution and RULE and Judith Tierney was a Qld State Vice President in the Society and spent years as their mental health consultant. This position was an appointed position given to her by Society Qld State President Michael McKeown. 
Michael McKeown also wanted to use Judith's experience and qualifications she had in mental health.

This was when they retrieved the $130 million + dollars of assets given away illegally to Ozcare.

She was also asked as a Society State Vice president to partake in a four hour tele-conference with retired barrister Jack Williams. 
Jack Williams also a Society member warned all the State Council members in this tele​conference that if they did not start legal proceedings to retrieve the $130 million + dollars of assets that were given away illegally he would go public. 
Jack Williams went public and it was printed in The Australian newspaper Judith has a copy of the memorandum of this tele-conference.

Judith should have partaken in interviews for a new Qld Society General Secretary.

The State council gave the position to ceo Peter Maher. 

This individual was not known as a General Secretary but a ceo.

Peter Maher never forgot Judith Tierney's abstention in his interview.

MEMBER for Mulgrave Warren Pitt has defended his decision to provide a character reference for a convicted drug trafficker who was jailed recently.
Mr Pitt says the written reference he provided to Cairns Supreme Court for amphetamines trafficker Jason Wayne Maitland of Edmonton was not a show of support for his actions.

“I provided a reference for Jason so that the court was aware of some of his better qualities,” Mr Pitt said.

Maitland, 43, sold $10,300 worth of ecstasy, methamphetamine and LSD to an undercover policeman at his Portsmith work shed from July to December 2004.

Last Friday Justice Stanley Jones sentenced him to three years’ jail with eligibility for parole after six months.

Mr Pitt said he had known Maitland and his family “for many years” and acknowledged the trafficker committed serious crimes for which he was now paying.

“I want to be clear – providing a reference should not be construed as condoning the offence.” He said he had provided hundreds of references for his constituents since becoming the local member 17 years ago.

I said I was not prepared to be interviewed by him but would speak with him about the gym. 

I was at this time a St Vincent de Paul State Vice President and had not been informed of his arrival. 

He stated to me that Jim (my husband), i.e. Jim Tierney, who donated the equipment 
(with conditions), set up all equipment, and ran the facility as a volunteer for 4 years, had  

“got up too many noses”, and that the CEO did not think boxing was a good image for St Vincent de Paul.
From home I rang the State President to ask what was going on. 

He said the CEO had told him that Jim had king hit a child and the Society needed to take action. 

I also spoke to the CEO who said he had personally sent registered letters informing people involved with the gym of the arrival of Paul Hogan. 

These so called registered letters have never turned up. 

When I asked him about his statement of Jim king hitting a child his reply was “no comment”. 

He has been asked again about this statement by me and Jim’s solicitor, he continues to say “no comment”.

St Vinnies gym for at-risk youth a winner

A GYMNASIUM for disadvantaged youth in Cairns has proved so successful it may be replicated internationally. 

The St Vincent De Paul Fitness Centre in Maranoa St – which is open to all, but primarily targets society’s homeless and disaffected --- is attracting worldwide attention. 

“It’s the only one of its kind run by St Vincent De Paul,” said northern vice-president Judy Tierney who, together with husband Jim, was instrumental in its establishment after donating all the equipment three years ago.

“This is the first such venture and is very different to anything St Vincent De Paul has ever done.” 

Ms Tierney said the national president of St Vincent De Paul in Spain had recently visited Cairns to see the gym, after hearing of its success.

“He wants to take it worldwide.” 

A second Australian gym had also been tipped for Logan near Brisbane. Ms Tierney said the fitness centre was changing people’s lives. 

The thing that has really, really improved their self-confidence and self-esteem is boxing. A lot of people don’t like boxing, but it’s a very disciplined sport. 

“We’ve had quite a few kids that have gone through various programs, disappeared, then come back and said they’ve gone to school, which is really good. It is giving them focus.” 

The fitness centre employs two qualified instructors and offers classes in weightlifting, bodybuilding, kickboxing, boxing, yoga, martial arts and self defence.

Anti-rape classes are also available. 

Ms Tierney said between 600-800 people visited each month. “The idea initially was that it was purely for street kids. But we now have groups from Endeavour, detox, mental health and special education classes. Lots of schools also bring in groups. 

Mr Tierney said the inspiration came from his own deprived childhood in Liverpool, England. 

“When I was 14, I went to a gym for the disadvantaged. It was a really rough, hardcore place to go, full of people like myself. 

To my knowledge that gym saved hundreds and hundreds of kids from getting involved with drugs.” 

Mrs Tierney said the gym had received tremendous support from the Australian Leisure Hospitality Group, which recently donated nearly $6000 to fully equip a new kitchen, laundry and bathroom.

Damages claims against Vinnies

 A WOMAN who says the St Vincent de Paul Society discriminated against her because she was not Catholic is seeking damages for stress and humiliation.

Linda Walsh volunteered with the Catholic lay society for 6 ½ years and was voted into important positions, including president of several conferences.

In her claim before the Anti-Discrimination Commission, the Brisbane woman, 51, says that in most of that time it was not an issue that she was not a Catholic. ​

But in January 2004 she was told that her being a non-Catholic had become a contention. 

She was given three choices – become a Catholic, resign her conference president’s position and remain a member or leave the society.

She is claiming dis-crimination on the basis of religious belief and activity and has won the first round in her case.

Last month, the Anti-Discrimination Tri-bunal rejected an application by the Queensland branch of the society to have the case thrown out. It will now get go to a tribunal hearing.

Recently Vinnie’s Gym Cairns, ran by the St Vincent De Paul Society was shut down without notice. The donator of all the equipment was Jimmy Tierney; it took Jimmy more than four months to erect all the weight machines on his own. Jimmy managed Vinnies Gym for four years as a volunteer.                                                                                 

The reason the society closed Vinnie’s Gym was Jimmy and three Vinnie’s Gym instructors informed Prime Minister John Howard by witnessed statutory declarations that some officials wanted their Vinnie’s Gym instructors to falsify indigenous numbers using Vinnie’s Gym enabling the society to apply for government grants.

 Numerous accounts of bullying and harassment of volunteers by Cairns society administrator Maree Fell, CEO Peter Maher and Jerry McAuliffe were also reported to Qld Work Place Health & Safety by Jimmy Tierney.

So hoping to silence Jimmy and the instructors, Jerry McAuliffe and CEO Peter Maher closed Vinnie’s Gym then publicly stated it was costing too much to run and it was not getting used for the reasons it was opened.

This is absurd seeing Jimmy donated all the equipment and managed Vinnie’s Gym for four years. It was with Timothy O’Connor the then Qld society state president that the conditions of the donation was made, CEO Maher did not work for the society then, and Jerry McAuliffe was not an official at the time of the donation.                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                    

   Since that time, we have been liaising with council, local ministers and the landlord in an attempt to open a replacement facility as a dedicated not-for-profit (NFP) organisation. To date, we have received word of interest but no offer of assistance or direction from our local government representatives. Following is a letter to Hon. Minister Des Boyle for your reference. 
   We own all the gym equipment and our trainers have all the necessary qualifications (and personal drive) to train such a diverse range of people within our community. This humble gym catered to a broad range of community groups, directly and through various local organisations. There was no capacity for discrimination.                                                                                                                                                                                                        
    I am writing to you requesting guidance in commencing a dedicated NFP entity to replace Vinnie’s gym. As we require the centre to facilitate the diverse range of participants, I am unsure whether HACC, DSQ, others or a combination would be the appropriate funding bodies.              

             It would be greatly appreciated if you could make the time to arrange a meeting to discuss our requirements.
