I am aware that the closure of St Vinnie's Gym impacted on a number of disadvantaged groups within the community. 
I have been informed that the gym was established in 2000 with donated equipment, and the original target group of the program was young people from disadvantaged backgrounds who could not afford, or were not comfortable in a standard commercial gymnasium.
Since the program's inception in 2000, disadvantaged people from all ages have used the facility as individuals, and as part of user paying groups. 
I understand that St Vincent De Paul's decision to close the service                                                                        was based on a review of the service which demonstrated that the gym users had changed considerably, 
impacting on the availability of the gym to the original target group. 
The review indicated that the boxing groups using the gym were the predominant users.
