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My name is Judith Tierney I am married to Jim Tierney and have been for 35 years. As a result of a medical negligent incident I am also his carer. 

Jim is genetically physically very strong. Because of his lifestyle as an apprentice bricklayer in his native Liverpool England and his involvement from his youth through to today in Power lifting, Olympic lifting, Martial Arts and Boxing, he is exceptionally strong.

I have over the years heard Jim described in many ways but never as a bully and never have I known him to raise his hand in anger towards anyone. He is known as one who always calls a spade a spade. His natural size and persona generally speak for him. There is no conceivable way that should Jim ever decide to hit anyone, least of all a person of the diminutive stature of Daniel Perrin, that medical attention would not be needed immediately. I firmly believe this and am sure others will agree with me. I was not at this function but I understand that Mr Perrin participated in the boxing events later that night, which I believe would not have been possible if he had been hit or pushed by a person of the size of Jim.
It is a given that a boxer participating in an organized fight programme, pays travel and all expenses of his trainer. In the case of Daniel Perrin he was competing in the National competition in Hobart.  At the time Daniel did not have the money to pay air fares, and so on the understanding that it would be repaid in the near future, I paid $1335.75 on my credit card for the air fare to Hobart. I have never seen or heard from Daniel from that day to this. 

I have also been told by Jim that arrangements had been made for fees to be payed by Daniel for Jim’s expertise and that of fellow trainer Tony Walsh. This agreement has also been ignored.
