Following the first donation the following year I spoke with Jim and Judy and they let me know that they were building a new kitchen and laundry off the side of the gym.

It was decided that we would focus on raising enough money to equip this extension as much as possible. 

In the end we were able to donate a number of white goods and crockery, cutlery, glassware, appliances, i.e. toasters, kettles and a sack full of various foods, including coffee etc.

From what I have read in the media, I am of the understanding that the gym has closed down and is not going to reopen.

I am just wondering what St Vinnies has done with all the equipment as I have heard that a group is willing to reopen the GYM again and I would think that St Vinnies would want to support another group who is willing; to financially support the homeless and disadvantaged youth in Cairns.

The ALH GROUP which recently donated nearly $6000 to fully equip a new kitchen, laundry and bathroom this donation never arrived at Vinnies Gym and Society ceo PETER MAHER never bought it as he told Dean Lock he did. 

He may have it himself but he most certainly did not put his hand in the poor box this time.

First I sent Maher an email telling him if he did not stop his PAID Staff bullying and harassing Francine Kubanek Society youth coordinator - Rhonda Wallace depot manager - the Vinnies Gym instructors - and my wife who was an Society appointed Qld State Vice President I would. 
ceo Mr "Life’s Tough" Maher ignored me so I contacted Prime Minister John Howard,           Qld premier Beatie, Qld Attorney General Kerry Shine, Qld police Minister Judy Spence, Warren Pitt.
I blew the whistle on Society ceo Peter Maher, Society Jerry McAuliffe, and Society Cairns administrator bully instructor Maree fell.
